Michael Connolly and Chris Carter - Hinckley, Allen & Snyder, Boston, MA - Defending Criminal Trials:  Lessons in Humility - Mr. Connolly and Mr. Carter will focus on the dynamics of trying white collar criminal cases.  Mr. Connolly has been a defense attorney since 1998.  Prior to joining Hinckley, Allen and Snyder he was an Assistant US Attorney focusing on financial crimes.  He attended Forham Law School and worked for five years in private practice before becoming an AUSA.  Mr. Carter has an active trial practice focusing on the areas of complex business and commercial litigation and criminal defense.  In 2008, Chris successfully defended John A. Brooks, the founder and former President of Polyvac, in the first Capital Murder case to be tried in New Hampshire in over 50 years. Chris regularly represents corporate and individual clients in connection with investigations into compliance with federal and state false claims statutes, securities fraud, bank fraud, and healthcare fraud.


Seema Iyer - The Law Offices of Seema Iyer, New York,  New York - Using Technology to Energize Difficult Material- Ms. Iyer will discuss the use of visual aids such as Power Point to manage large document cases and spice-up topics that can be very dry for juries.  Ms. Iyer runs her own criminal defense practice in NYC and is a regular legal commentator who has appeared on MSNBC, Court TV, CNN, HLN and TruTV.  After starting her legal career in broadcasting, she spent two years as a prosecutor and then turned her focus to criminal defense more than a dozen years ago.  She attended Southwestern University School of Law in Los Angeles.  

Andy Good - Good & Cormier, Boston, MA - Better A Guilty Man Should Go Free Than I Should Be Embarrassed -- Persuading the Prosecutor Not to Indict - Mr. Good will offer advice on pre-indictment strategies and how to avoid prosecution when a client is accused of financial crimes.  Mr. Good has been defending criminal cases and litigating civil cases involving civil liberties, civil rights, and complex regulation in several industries for more than thirty years.  Although his talk here will focus on pre-trial issues, he is a formidable trial attorney.  One of his recent high profile wins was the acquittal after a jury trial of the former Chief Operating Officer of Enterasys Networks, Inc., a worldwide provider of computer networking hardware and services, of falsifying corporate books, records and accounts and the dismissal of conspiracy and securities fraud charges.


Mr. Good is a founding member and former President of the Massachusetts Association of Criminal Defense Lawyers. He was a member of the American Bar Association Task Force on Technology and Law Enforcement, and is also an active member of the National Association of Criminal Defense Lawyers and has chaired its White Collar Committee and its Task Force on Department of Justice Ethics. He has served as counsel and director of the American Civil Liberties Union of Massachusetts. He has frequently taught continuing legal education programs of interest to the criminal defense bar.
Dotty Graham, Sarah Morgan and Michael Porter, NHPD - Investigating Welfare Fraud and Other Financial Crimes –  Ms. Graham, Ms. Morgan and Mr. Porter will discuss the nuts and bolts of gathering the information needed to defend fraud and other financial crimes cases.  Ms. Graham has been a Public Defender Attorney for almost 20 years.  She has served as an Appellate Defender, as a training mentor and has defended numerous clients against allegations of fraud and other financial crimes.  Mr. Porter has been an investigator with NHPD for almost 20 years.  However, during his tenure, he left the Public Defender to spend some time as a Welfare Specialist for the City of Manchester.  He will bring insight from that perspective to this training as well.  Mike is currently a law student at the Massachusetts School of Law.  Ms. Morgan is also a private investigator and has worked in the Nashua and Manchester offices of the Public Defender.  She says that she gets "a particular thrill out of exploring the ins and outs of a "White Collar" case, and in chasing a good paper trail.  In addition to a regular work load of felony, misdemeanor and juvenile cases, she has assisted attorneys by investigating alleged crimes of Welfare Fraud, Theft by Extortion, Forgery, Issuing Bad Checks, Theft by Deception/Unauthorized Taking, Fraudulent Use of a Credit Card, Embezzlement, False Swearing, and Unsworn Falsification.

Andrew Schulman - Getman Stacy, Manchester –  Back by popular demand, Mr. Schulman will be speaking on issues that arise from parallel civil/administrative and criminal proceedings and how to cope with coordinating the two kinds of cases. Mr. Schulman is an experienced New Hampshire attorney who has tried more than sixty-five cases to New Hampshire juries. A 1985 graduate of Harvard Law School, he is a partner at Getman, Schulthess & Steere in Manchester, New Hampshire. He specializes in commercial litigation, criminal defense and appeals in state and federal court.  And of course, he is President of NHACDL!

Jeff Levin - Federal Public Defender, Concord, NH - Dealing with the Client Who Lies:  The Ethics of Client Dishonesty –  Sometimes, clients accused of fraud and theft have a dishonest streak.  Mr. Levin will discuss the ethical and practical dilemmas that arise in dealing with clients who lie.  Mr. Levin is a Federal Defender in the Concord office.  Prior to joining the Federal Defender, he was a long-time defender with NHPD.  He has also worked as a defense lawyer in Texas.
